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Angel Harps has come a long way from those days when Woodley raised funds 
from her wheelchair. 
 
The organization has helped hundreds of children with disabilities ranging from 
Multiple Sclerosis to Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) by providing 
therapeutic harps to assist them in their healing process. 
 
Corporations, businesses, and private parties have pulled together to support his 
worthwhile project.
